New Business:

· When church decisions are deemed important by Msgr. or Parish Council, Diane or attending staff member will give notice to parish secretary and she will notify each Council/Commission/Staff.

· Jane Koss, Youth Minister, spoke about the teens going to St. Benedict Monastery in Oxford to help spruce up the building.  A Mission trip for the Youth Group needs lots
of planning and the church budget is not feasible at this time to help with funding.

The Men’s Club donated $4,000 toward the project and a private $5,000 donation was made toward the kitchen updates.  $33,000 is the budgeted figure and the project is within budget. Completion of the kitchen work will be, next Tues., Jan. 18th.
